Peggy and Margaret, 
Thanks for meeting with Harry and me on Thursday. Below is my summary 
of our telephone conversation and the next steps: 

The content in the K- 12 Reading Certificate curriculum from UC-Davis 
appears to fit in with Capella plans for a reading specialization. 
However, we need to map the competencies against national standards to 
preserve the ability to offer the program on a national level. We 
discussed Peggy sending the actual course content to Margaret so 
Margaret could map the course competencies to national standards (IRA). 
Margaret thought she could take complete a preliminary review of this 
mapping within two weeks of receiving the syllabus from Peggy. 

The issue of ownership of the intellectual property in the courses is an 
issue. Is the content for the courses in the public domain? If not, 
this issue will need to be worked out at Senior Leadership level between 
the universities. 

It is also my understanding that a partnership arrangement with. 
UC-Irvine to deliver this certificate would be critical for Capella to 
do business in Califonlia with this curriculum.
